Ordinance No. WC-47-97-001

At a regular meeting of the Board of Trustees held on August 14, 1997, the following ordinance
was adopted:
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To approve an ordinance to be called the "WC-47-97-001 Triangle Lake: Hours for
high speed boating.”

On the waters of Triangle Lake, Section 27, Town 2 North, Range 4 East, Township
of Marion, County of Livingston, State of Michigan, it is unlawful between the hours
of 6:30 pm to 10:00 am of the following day to:

A. Operate a vessel at high speed.
B. Have in tow or shall otherwise assist in the propulsion of a person on water skis,
water sled, surfboard or other similar contrivance.

The hours should be 7:30 pm to 11:00 am of the following day when Eastern
Daylight Savings Time is in effect. “High speed boating” is defined as a speed at or
above which a motorboat reaches a planing condition.

Any person who shall be convicted of a violation of the regulations contained in this
ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be punished by imprisonment
of not more than go days or by fine of not more than $500, or both such
imprisonment or fine, as determined by a court of competent jurisdiction.

Provision of this ordinance shall take effect immediately upon the date of
publication in accordance with the statutes of the State of Michigan.
